Introduction

The mighty Dachstein rises to 2996 metres, dominated by glaciers and rocky peaks. This superb,
challenging alpine trek takes you into the realms of these jagged peaks and glaciers and is perfect for
those who enjoy ambitious higher-level alpine routes. This cleverly structured itinerary alternates
charming hotels with intermittent nights spent high in the mountains in comfortable, isolated and
remote alpine mountain huts. You'll be following waymarked mountain trails throughout. Starting from
Gosau, on the shores of the turquoise Gosausee the route traverses and then crosses over the
impressive Dachstein massif and onto the wild, Am Stein plateau to descend ultimately to the
“chocolate box” world heritage, lakeshore village of Hallstatt. A pleasing lakeside stroll is followed by a
final night in the mountains before this spectacular circuit is complete.

The Holiday

Routine As this is a self-guided holiday you
can of course dictate your own schedule. In
general you'll usually walk from your overnight
accommodation (your main baggage will be
transferred to your next accommodation*) for
2-3 hours in the morning and stop for a picnic
lunch (obtainable from your overnight
accommodation, or at a mountain café (Alms)
en route. After lunch you will usually carry on
walking for 3-4 more hours, enjoying the sights
along the way to reach your next overnight
halt. * For the 3 nights you spend in Mountain
Lodges (which are not accessible by vehicle)
you will need to carry your overnight gear with
you. Sleeping bags are NOT required as each
Mountain Lodge provides blankets (although a
sheet sleeping bag liner is recommended).
You will be reunited with your main baggage at
your next accommodation accessible by road.
This is indicated in the detailed trip itinerary.

Walking conditions

Throughout you'll be following waymarked
mountain trails mostly with good conditions
underfoot. Some of the walking will involve
challenging sections of steep ascent and
descent, as well as some rough and rocky
terrain whilst others will be relatively moderate
in comparison. However, you will be walking 6-
7 hours per day in the mountains for several
days continuously and you should ensure you
are physically prepared for this. This trip is
best suited to regular hill walkers with a good
level of fitness confident in their abilities and
with previous mountain experience. This trip is
not suitable for beginners to mountain trekking.

You
should ensure you are comfortable walking at
this level of grading.
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Self-Guided

Our self-guided holidays are operated by our
local agents. You will be provided with
detailed route notes and maps, which will
have been prepared by our local agent
upon arrival. Please note is not possible to
send route notes and maps in advance. Route
notes will naturally vary from country to
country. Maps provided are usually not as
detailed as Ordnance Survey maps in the
United Kingdom, but will be the best available
for that particular country. Your route notes will
also explain the arrangements for baggage
transfers etc along your route. On the majority
of self-guided walking holidays you will often
be following way-marked trails (either signed
or with frequent symbols). However you should
be confident in your navigational and map-
reading skills and knowledge and experience
of using a compass (and taking one with you)
can be helpful. In your final joining instructions
we will send you contact details of our local
agent (day time and emergency), as well as
your first night's accommodation. Details of
your onward accommodation arrangements
will be contained within your route notes. Our
local agent should be able to provide local
advice and assistance if required. You should
always carry your mobile/cell phone with you
at all times. In the unfortunate event of
inclement weather we would advise you
contact our local agent to check whether that
days particular walk presents any increased
difficulty before deciding whether to proceed.

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Day 1

Arrive at Gosau via Bad Ischl. (See Joining
Arrangements and Transfers section later in
this trip dossier).

Hotel, Gosau

Day 2

Taking the scenic path following the
Gosaubach from Gosau to Gosausee (933m)
to this picturesque lake is a great way to begin
your Dachstein trek. Sheer limestone walls fall
straight down into the forested banks of this
turquoise lake. From the lakeside you then
save 500m of stiff ascent by taking the
cablecar “Gosaukammbahn” to Zwieselalm.
Continue to the Gablonzer hut (1485m) where
you can admire the beautiful views of the
Gosausee and the serrated towers of
Gosaukamms. Walk through meadows filled
with wild flowers including vanilla scented
orchids with continuing views of the northern
glacier fields to Stuhlalm (1461m). You then
follow the Austrian Way to the Hofp rgelh tte
(1705m), where you will spend the night
(approx 4-5 hours from the Gablonzer hut).
This high Alpine Lodge lodge is situated in a
stunning location on a rock outcrop at the base
of the soaring Bischofsmiitze (2545m). You
can relax on the terrace and soak up the
wonderfully scenic alpine panorama — quite a
setting for your first night in the mountains.
You will need to take overnight gear with you
for this night, as your main luggage will be
transported from Gosau to Ramsau for your
arrival the next day. Altitude difference 925m,
walking time approx. 5-7 hours

Alpine Mountain Lodge, Hofp  rgelh tte

Day 3

Today you are in the realm of the majestic
Dachstein with its mighty glaciers as you
traverse between such lofty mountains as the
Rettebstein (2247m) and the Torstein (2948m).
Leaving last nights accommodation the walk
follows a stunning high alpine route through
high alpine pastures culminating in a
straightforward ascent of Sulzenschneid
(1990m).  Amazing 360° panoramic views
reward your efforts. The route then descends
through flower-filled meadows (spot the
marmots!) surrounded by the towering peaks
of Gosausteins to the Dachstein
Sidwandhiitte. Descend slightly to the
wonderfully situated Turlwand Hotel (1700m),
which lies just beneath the soaring walls of the
Sudwand. Here you are reunited with your
luggage. Altitude difference 290m, walking
time approx. 4-6 hours.

Hotel, Ramsau
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Day 4

It's back up into the mountains once more
today! Your main baggage will now be
transferred to tomorrow’'s accommodation, so
you'll need to carry your overnight gear with
you once again today. The Dachstein
Gletscherbahn cable car saves you over
1000m of ascent and affords the opportunity to
walk at high levels. The cable car whisks you
to the Hunerkogel mountain station (2694m)
from where you begin by hiking up to the
Gjaidestein (2794m), where you can look
forward to outstanding views over the
Schladming and Hallstatt glaciers. The going
then becomes increasingly challenging as you
traverse rough and rocky terrain following a
high level route through impressive mountain
and glacial surroundings. A steep and
sustained descent then follows between
Eselstein (2556m) and Schiechen (2667m)
down to tonight's accommodation at the
Guttenberg Lodge (2146m). The lodge itself is
impressively located beneath an imposing rock
wall, with views extending down to
Feisterscharte Valley below. Approx. 500m of
ascent, 1000m of descent. Walking time 5-6
hours.

Guttenberg Alpine Mountain Lodge

Day 5

The high level walking continues as you leave
the Guttenberg Lodge to cross the Am Stein
plateau. Heading towards the Grafenbergalm
(1707m) you pass the emerald waters of the
tiny Grafenbergsee en route. This is alpine
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scenery at its very best, where high pasture
and forested hills meet. Add to the scene
traditional alpine dairy farming, ancient stone
shepherd dwellings (still in use today), the
jangle of bells from livestock, alpine rose
meadows and the odd snow patch and you
could be forgiven for thinking that Julie
Andrews just might be about to appear over
the next rise singing “The Sound of Music”.
The route then descends to the Steiner Haus
(1872m) where your main baggage awaits
your arrival. Walking time approx. 6-7 hours.
Steiner Haus, Stoderzinken

Day 6

Although most of today is descending down to
the valley floor (around 1000m of it) the walk
begins with ascent up into larch woodland and
then through the Notgasse (a 500m long rocky
gorge with ancient rock engravings) to reach
the Viehbergalm (1445m). A further 300m
leads over the Hochmihleck from where the
descent begins in earnest down through
meadows and forest. The gradient eventually
eases to follow a track to the spa resort of Bad
Mitterndorf (809m). Walking time approx. 7-8
hours.

Hotel, Bad Mitterndorf

Day 7

Compared to the last few days, today is quite
easy, shorter and low level. From Bad
Mitterndorf you follow a route through woods to
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the meadows of the Steinitzalm and then along
the shores of the pretty Odensee to reach Bad
Aussee. Walking time approx. 4-5 hours. If you
feel like giving your legs a rest today, there’s
always the option of taking the short train
journey from Bad Mitterndorf to Bad Aussee.
As well as the Kammerhof Museum, Bad
Aussee has a swimming pool with on site
sauna where you can relax.

Hotel, Bad Aussee

Day 8

More lower level walking to enjoy as you follow
the Koppental path. Along the way you can
visit the fascinating Képpenbrillerhdéhle caves
(entry fee included). It's then up and over the
Hohenweg trail to reach the ferry station, from
where you take the ferry service across the
lake to reach the unbelievably pretty,
picturesque village of Hallstatt on the
lakeshore.

Hotel, Hallstatt

Day 9

Hallstatt is just too charming and the
surrounding attractions are simply too good to
miss. So, today is all about discovering the
Dachstein Adventure World. With your route
notes and maps etc that you received upon
arrival, you'll also have been given an “All
Inclusive Dachstein Erlebniswelten Card” to
use today. Today you can visit the Salt Mines
and take a tour through Mammoth cave and
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Giant Ice Cave. The card also includes
unlimited use of all three sections of the
Krippenstein cable car to enjoy more alpine
views from on high.

Hotel, Hallstatt

Day 10

It's time to get the hiking boots back on and a
challenging day it is. However, the day begins
with a ride on the Salzbergbahn cog railway to
the Hallstatter Salzwelten mines to then follow
the salt water pipeline to Bad Goisern (502m)
along the famous “Brine Trail”. Over 13,000
hollowed out tree trunks were used during the
construction of the pipeline, which dates back
to 1607. Reaching Bad Goisern, today’'s walk
has a real sting in the tail as you must now
ascend approx. 1000m up to the Goiserer
Mountain Hut. From Bad Goisern a stiff ascent
leads to the Hochmut (898m), which then
continues to rise upwards and onwards to the
apex of four ridges and the location of the
Goiserer Hut (1592m). Effort is rewarded with
magnificent views. Your final night in the
mountains hasn’'t come easily and your main
baggage will have been transferred to Gosau
for your arrival tomorrow, so again you will
carry your overnight gear with you. Walking
time approx. 7-8 hours.

Goiserer Hut
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Day 11

What goes up must (eventually) come down.
Following the long distance E4 route you reach
the open meadows of Igimoosalm (1206m)
from where the descent begins to reach the
village of Gosau (780m). Your main baggage
will be here at the hotel in Gosau for you.
Walking time approx 3 hours.

Hotel, Gosau

Day 12
Depart Gosau after breakfast.

Practical Information

Passports and Visas

British passport holders (and other EU
passport holders) do not require a visa to visit
Austria for stays up to three months (please
ensure your passport has at least 6 months
validity).

Accommodation

Accommodation for the nights spent in hotels
will be reserved for you on a twin share basis
unless you have already requested a single
room. You will spend eight nights in
comfortable 3* Hotels/Gasthofs. You also
spend three nights high in the mountains in
Alpine Lodges/Mountain Huts. Accommodation
in these high mountain locations is small
dormitory style. Single and private rooms are
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not available for the nights spent in the alpine
lodges/huts.

Food

All breakfasts are included in the Land Only
trip price, which will be taken at your overnight
accommodation. Breakfasts will usually be
continental buffet style. Many of the walking
routes pass through villages or “Alms” areas
where there are invariably mountain
restaurants and where you can take lunch.
Alternatively you can always obtain picnic style
lunches to carry with you in your daypack,
which you can obtain from your overnight
accommodation. All the alpine
lodges/mountain huts have restaurants (and
often a terraced bar) where you can take your
evening meal. For the nights spent in villages
there is usually a choice of restaurants as well
as the hotel's restaurant itself.

Climate

It is of course impossible to predict the precise
weather conditions you will encounter during
the course of your holiday. However, we do
schedule our holidays to coincide with what
should be the most suitable weather periods
for walking. Dependent upon when you travel
temperatures may be between 15°C-28°C+.
Mountains are notorious for creating their own,
localised weather conditions, so you should
always be prepared for inclement weather
conditions. For climate statistics  visit
www.worldweather.org

Roughly speaking temperatures decrease by
approx. 1°C for every 200 metre increase in
altitude.

Altitude
The altitudes on this trip are moderate and you
should not anticipate any problems.

Local transport

You will use a variety of types of local transport
ranging from cable cars, cog railways and a
ferry boat.

Baggage

Please make sure that your baggage is clearly
marked with your name, inside as well as
outside, in case the labels get detached.
Please note that as from July 1st 2009 we are
no longer providing complimentary Walks
Worldwide kitbags. As your main baggage will
be transported by vehicle a normal suitcase
can be used for your main baggage. Baggage
transfers are restricted to one piece of
baggage per person.

Your main baggage will be transferred to your
next overnight accommodation, except for the
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three nights that you spend in alpine
lodges/mountain huts where there is no vehicle
access.

Responsible Tourism

Acting responsibly in the way that we operate
our holidays is very important to us at Walks
Worldwide.

First Aid

You should always carry your own small,
personal first aid kit. This should consist of the
following: A general anti-biotic, throat
lozenges, painkillers, plasters (band-aids),
blister treatment, insect repellent (DEET),
rehydration salts, antiseptic cream, diarrhoea
treatment (e.g. Imodium).

Currency .

The Austrian currency is the Euro (€). Please
refer to www.xe.com for up to date rates. ATM
machines are widely available in most of the
towns/villages you pass through.
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Language

In Austria the language is German. Although
you will find that English is widely spoken, we
recommend you take along a phrase book and
also try to learn some simple German phrases
and greetings. The local people will of course
especially appreciate any attempt to speak
their language and is all part of the fun.

Know before you go Walks Worldwide are
fully committed to the British Foreign and
Commonwealth Office’s “Know before you go”
campaign.

If you have not used your
mobile outside the UK before you will have to
contact your operator to enable international
calls.

Please
note that it is expensive to phone both to and
out of a mobile when abroad. We do not
however encourage mobile phone use whilst
walking on any of our trips — out of courtesy to
other clients please use you mobile phone
discretely. If you do need to get in touch, or if
anyone needs to get in touch with you, please
contact the Walks Worldwide office (0845 301
4737) during office hours.

Joining Arrangements and Transfers
You should join this trip in Gosau (via Bad
Ischl) no later than day 1 of the trip itinerary..

You will initially visit our agents office in
Bad Ischl to collect your route notes,
accommodation vouchers etc, before
travelling the short onward distance to
Gosau. Bad Ischl is en route to Gosau. You
should aim to arrive in Bad Ischl no later
than 1630hrs. After visiting our agents in
Bad Ischl, you will take the regular bus
service to Gosau (journey time approx. 30
mins)

The nearest airport is at Salzburg. It is also
feasible to fly to Munich Airport and easily join
this holiday too.

Salzburg to Bad Ischl

From Salzburg Airport it is very straightforward
and inexpensive to reach Bad Ischl using
public transport.

From Salzburg Airport there is a regular shuttle
service to Salzburg Hauptbahnhof, or take a
taxi (approx. €12) to the Hauptbahnhof, where
the almost hourly 150 Postbus service departs
for the 1hr 30min scenic journey to Bad Ischl.

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Salzburg

To many Salzburg is synonomous with both
“The Sound of Music” and as the birthplace of
Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart. The “old” part of
Salzburg is quite small and it's dreamy spires
and narrow streets can easily be explored on
foot. An elevator whisks you to the top of the
Monchberg from where you can enjoy amazing
panoramas of the city and to the mountains
beyond whilst enjoying a Latte from a trendy
café. The impressive castle of Hohensalzburg
also commands superb views and is easily
reached by means of a funicular railway.
Needless to say there are countless
restaurants and bars, as well as classy shops
to visit too.

Indeed Altstadt is now listed as a UNESCO
World Heritage site and contains much of
interest to the visitor beyond “The Sound of
Music”, which although many locations within
the city (e.g. Mirabell Gardens) were used,
many locals are still a little puzzled by all the
fuss surrounding the film as it has never been
popular in Austria. The impressive baroque
cathedral of Salzburger Dom is the site of
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Mozarts baptism and dates back to the 17"
Century

Other places well worth a visit are the
Nonnberg Abbey, a Benedictine Monastery,
Mozart's Birthplace at No.9 Getreidegasse
(look out for the puppet woman) and the
Palace of Mirabell
