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Introduction 
 
This is a superb trek through the High Atlas Mountains of Morocco. Following rugged trails you’ll cross 
mountain passes and trek through the valleys of the Berber people, whilst surrounded by soaring, 
impressive peaks. The culmination is an ascent of Jebel Toubkal, the highest summit in North Africa 
for sublime views across the Atlas to the distant Sahara and Jebel Sahro. En route you’ll encounter 
the cheerful, friendly welcome of the Berber whom have inhabited the High Atlas for centuries. One 
final night is spent amongst this amazing mountain landscape before returning to the intoxicating, 
exotic ochre city of Marrakech. Here you’ll have time to explore the souks and experience the magical, 
vibrant evening spectacle of the world famous Djeema El Fna in the main square of Marrakech.

Walking conditions   
On the approach to Toubkal you’ll be walking 
on mountain trails designed for mules linking 
the refuges and the villages.  
 
The walks will take the strong, regular hill 
walker around 6 to 8 hours each day. 
Conditions underfoot are usually 
straightforward and invariably dry, stony and 
dusty (unless it has rained of course). Ascent 
and descent is a natural feature of this holiday. 
Although most ascent and descent is well-
graded there are some steeper sections, at 
times sustained. As you will have a mule to 
carry your main baggage to your overnight 
accommodations you are free to walk each 
day carrying only your usual daypack. A good 
level of fitness and stamina is required. 
 
A full explanation of the trip grading can be 
found online at www.walksworldwide.com. You 
should ensure you are comfortable walking at 
this level of grading and are physically 
prepared for the trip. 
 
Trek staff You will be accompanied in the 
mountains by a Berber guide who will speak 
Berber, good French and some English. 
Berbers are renowned for their happy, friendly 
nature, as well as a great sense of humour and 
your guide will be no exception.  Their local 
knowledge, mountain experience and support 
will ensure that the tour provides a safe and 
enjoyable walking environment. However, 

please do not expect your guide to be able to 
tell you about everything you see in totally 
fluent English as this is not the second 
language of Morocco. You will also have a 
muleteer and on certain occasions a cook. 
 
What you need to provide Your personal 
equipment as detailed in the clothing and 
equipment list later in this trip dossier. A 3 to 4 
seasons sleeping bag will be required. 
 

IMPORTANT-Due to the specialist nature of our 
holidays, day to day itineraries should be taken 
as a guide only, and as statements of intent and 
not contractual obligations. We regularly update 
our trip dossiers to  take into account changes 
to trekking routes, accommodation, local 
transport etc. Such changes are a factor of this 
type of holiday and when made are out of 
necessity.

We can add extra nights in Marrakech for you at bot h the start and end of this itinerary, as well 
as well as a visit to the Atlantic Coast and the ch arming port of Essaouira. See our “Enjoy more 
of exotic Morocco” section at the end of this dossi er for more details. 
Between November and March the ascent of Toubkal requires the use of a Walking Ice Axe and 
Crampons and is not suitable for those without winter mountain experience. From April the snows 
have usually largely cleared and the ascent once more becomes a non-technical (challenging) walk
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Day 1  
Arrive Marrakech 
 
Group and Private Departures -Rendezvous 
at the Hotel de Foucauld in Marrakech. Most 
clients will fly to Menara International Airport, 
Marrakech. From here by far the easiest way 
to travel to the Hotel de Foucuald is to take a 
private taxi. Journey time is approx 15-20 mins 
and costs around £8.

Day 2  
After breakfast a private transfer takes you up 
to the ‘ski resort’ of Oukaimeden, a 2-hour 
drive along a good tarmac road. Oukaimeden 
is situated at about 2700 metres, and here you 
will find flat, green valleys which to stroll. In the 
afternoon you will start your acclimatisation 
with an ascent up to the pass of Tizi n’ou Attar 
at 3100 metres, from where there are superb 
views down the upper Ourika valley as well as 
the impressive surrounding peaks. You will 
return to the Chalet refuge for the night. 3 – 4 
hours walking, around 400m of ascent and 
descent. 
 Club Alpin Francais refuge, Oukaimeden.  
 
Day 3 
Leaving Oukaimeden a piste track takes you 
towards Angour before running parallel to this 
most impressive mountain, to rise at a steady 
gradient towards the first pass you’ll cross on 
this adventure, the Tizi nou Addi (2960m). 
Your guide will no doubt take you on some 
short cuts to miss out several of the hair pin 
bends and follow steeper, unsustained local 

trails instead that enable you to ascend more 
quickly. It’s a steady 140mins trek to the Tizi 
nou Addi with impressive views of Angour and 
Oukaimeden peak along the way, as well as 
the occasional Berber summer settlement. If 
conditions allow the guide may elect to reach 
the Tizi nou Addi by way of an ascent 
Oukaimeden peak itself, which at 3262m 
affords a truly magnificent 360º mountain 
panorama from it’s easily attained summit, 
which takes around 90 minutes to climb from 
Oukaimeden ‘resort’. From the Tizi nou Addi 
you have outlandish views of the High Atlas 
Mountains and across the valley below you’ll 
also see (lower than you are now) the next two 
passes you’ll be crossing over the next few 
days, Tizi n’Tamatert and the Tizi Mizik. After 
absorbing the breathtaking views from the Tizi 
nou Addi you begin to ascend sharply on a 
stony Berber trail and traverse the flanks of a 
satellite peak of Angour.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Far below on the valley floor, the tiny Berber 
villages of Talate n Chaoute and Ouanesekra 
come into view, noticeable at first by their 
green, terraced fields in contrast to the natural 
arid landscape of the valley. Continuing ever 
downwards the delightful village of Tacheddirt 
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can be seen at the head of the valley, 
strategically located beneath the Tizi 
n’Tacheddirt that leads to the Ourika Valley. 
Tacheddirt is the highest permanently 
occupied Berber village in the whole of North 
Africa (circa 2300m) and is a fine example of a 
very small, high mountain village. Tiny homes 
of mud, stone and straw construction are 
packed tightly together, with neat, irrigated, 
green terraced fields below. Goats, chickens, 
sheep and the odd cow wander around as the 
locals go about their daily life in much the 
same way as they have for centuries. Tonight’s 
accommodation, the recently constructed 
Tigmi Tacheddirt (Tigmi means home in 
Berber) is in the heart of this tiny, authentic 
Berber village. Not only can you enjoy relaxing 
views on the charming sun terrace here at the 
‘Tigmi’, it is also the ideal place to observe the 
‘goings on’ of village life here too. There’s also 
plenty of time to explore the village of 
Tacheddirt yourself, and don’t be surprised if 
one or more of the villagers invites you into 
their tiny home for a glass of mint tea! Sunset 
from the terrace of the Tigmi can be quite 
spectacular, as the sun begins to fall quickly 
over the mountains. Walking time approx 5 
hours. Ascent 350m, descent 650m.

Day 4 
The old dirt road we used to use to reach the 
Tizi Tamatert has recently been metalled, so to 
avoid this initially you’ll descend down valley 
on a piste track passing tiny villages along the 
way to Tinerhourhine. You’ll then ascend up a 

zig-zagging mule trail for around 2 hours to 
reach the Tizi n’Tamatert (2279m), where 
there’s a small café serving refreshments and 
a view to die for. The Tizi n’Tamatert also 
brings into view an entirely new valley, that of 
the upper Mizane where you’ll immediately 
notice the differences from the valley you have 
just left. At the bottom lies the village of Imlil 
that lies on the main route to Toubkal. The 
most noticeable difference is the increase in 
vegetation, from the natural pines of the upper 
slopes beneath Tizi n’Tamatert, to the Almond 
trees planted by the Berbers in the valley 
below. By and large avoiding the piste road, 
you now descend sharply on a dusty, stony 
trail through the fragrant pines, where the 
locals graze their goats freely. Splendid views 
of the peaks soaring above you accompany 
your descent into the rustic village of Tamatert. 
Walking through this delightful village, once 
again you’ll witness the real lives of the Berber. 
You now take a detour through the village of 
Targa Imoula to follow a villagers trail up to 
Aremd. Crossing a broad river bed to the 
opposite side of the valley you arrive at the 
Auberge Aremd, on the main trail to Toubkal. 
With fabulous views across the valley to both 
Aremd village (circa 1900m) and the Toubkal 
massif from the sun terrace, it’s time to relax or 
explore Aremd village further. Walking time 
approx. 4-5 hours. Ascent 450m, descent 
500m. 
Berber Trekkers Lodge, Aremd 
 
Day 5 
A well-made mule track leads from Aremd all 
the way up to the recently extended refuge at 
the foot of the final slopes of Mount Toubkal. 
Today you will follow this as it leads up the 
Mizane River, passing the holy shrine of Sidi 
Chamharouch after about one-and-a-half 
hours. As this is a Muslim place of worship, 
you must respect the local custom and not 
attempt to enter the shrine. There are however 
a number of small shops here to service both 
the local Muslim pilgrims as well as the tourists 
on their way to and from Mount Toubkal. Some 
tourist guide books refer to this place as the 
'robbers den', not because you can expect to 
be robbed, but you can guarantee that the 
local Berbers will try to sell you all sorts of 
'junk' souvenirs as well as soft drinks at 
inflated prices! The gradient is mostly 
moderate and the refuge (at 3200 metres) is 
usually reached after a very long morning’s 
walk, allowing time for relaxation in the 
afternoon. [4 – 5 hours walking with approx 
1200m ascent]  
Toubkal Refuge. 
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Day 6 
The ascent of Toubkal (4167m) is a 3 to 5 hour 
climb up a well-trodden track, which can be a 
little loose at times. The initial climb from the 
mountain refuge is initially steep and 
seemingly endless until the gradient eases a 
little as you enter a couloir. You then traverse 
the main flank of Toubkal before finally 
ascending to the summit with it’s famous large, 
metal triangular marker by means of a ridge. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 You will take a simple pack lunch up with you 
so that there is no rush and you can linger a 
while on top of North Africa’s highest 
mountain. The mules will not follow you, but 
will have descended to meet you with your 
main baggage in Aremd. If the air is clear you 
will have fine views towards the Sahara. You 
can descend steeply to the valley via a 
different route after which it is a nice gentle 2 

to 3 hour descent down the wide mule trail 
back to Aremd.  
Walking time approx 8-9hrs, with approx 
1000m of ascent and 2300m descent. 
Berber Trekkers Lodge, Aremd 
 
Day 7 
Leaving Aremd after breakfast it’s a short stroll 
down to the roadhead at Imlil to rendezvous 
with the transfer back to Marrakech. The 
journey takes a mere 90 minutes, so there’s 
plenty of time in the afternoon to expl.ore the 
labyrinths of souks and bazaars and witness 
the daily spectacle that takes place in the 
Djeema El Fna.

Day 8 
Depart Marrakech at your leisure. Airport 
transfers from central Marrakech back to 
Menara International Airport are not provided 
and by far the easiest and most cost effective 
way to get to the airport is to take a taxi. 
Journey time approx 15 mins. 
 
Practical Information 
 
Passports and Visas  
British passport holders (and other EU 
passport holders and US citizens) do not 
require a visa to visit Morocco for stays up to 
three months (please ensure your passport 
has at least 6 months validity).   
 
Accommodation 
You spend two nights in the Hotel de Foucauld 
in the heart of Marrakech. Accommodation in 
the Foucuald is on a twin-share basis, unless 
you have requested a single room at extra 
cost. Although it’s not the Ritz (it’s very much a 
budget hotel) by any means it’s right in the 
heart of the “action” as far as Marrakech is 
concerned, being just opposite the world 
famous Djeema El Fna. Rooms are simple twin 
or double rooms with private facilities. For the 
visitor, Marrakech is all about the Medina (the 
old part of the city within the city walls with the 
bazaars and souks), whereas many Hotels are 
in the modern Gueliz commercial district, with 
no Marrakech vibe about them at all.  
 
Whilst on trek, the accommodation is in small 
dorm or large dorm refuges and lodges. Single 
and private accommodation is not available 
whilst on trek. In Oukaimeden 
accommodations is in an Alpine Chalet/Hostel 
fastidiously managed by a charming French 
lady. Beds are in  very  small  dormitories  
(usually  3-4  bunk beds   per   room).   The   
chalet   has   shared showers and toilet 
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facilities, as well as a bar! Both Aremd and 
Tacheddirt lodges offer cosy, yet comfortable 
accommodation, with delightful sun terraces, 
as well as shared showers and toilets. The 
Toubkal Refuge is quite basic although it does 
have simple washing facilities and flushing 
toilets! 
 
Food  
Moroccan food is excellent. Very tasty fresh 
produce, with the addition of fragrant herbs 
and subtle spices are used to produce 
innumerable tagines (stews) and couscous. 
The fresh fruit is delicious, and so are 
Moroccan cakes and pastries.  
 
On the trek you will be mostly eating food 
purchased in Marrakech. Tagine is of course 
often served as an evening meal (made from 
either chicken or lamb), but everywhere seems 
to make their tagine differently and of course 
thinks their version is the best! Sardines are 
ubiquitous and form an important basis for 
lunches and are vastly superior to what is 
available in UK supermarkets! There are plenty 
of streams, springs and wells where drinking 
water is available.  Sterilising tablets (iodine 
based) or Lugol's iodine solution should be 
used, however, to purify all your water, unless 
it is being boiled to make a brew of tea, coffee 
or hot chocolate. Bottled mineral water is 
readily available for purchase at virtually all of 
the overnight halts. Soft fizzy drinks seem to 
appear (at a price) in the most unlikely of 
places. 
 
Although alcohol is now available in Marrakech 
the ‘culture’ and ‘religion‘ of the mountain 
areas discourage its’ use and this is a policy 
that we respectfully request you adhere to.  
 
Climate   
It is of course impossible to predict the precise 
weather conditions you will encounter during 
the course of your holiday. As the altitudes on 
this holiday vary, so do the temperatures you 
are likely to encounter accordingly. 
 
In general Morocco experiences hot, dry 
summers and warm springs and autumns, with 
mild winters. Up in the mountains however the 
weather can be very different from the plains of 
Marrakech below, which can be blisteringly hot 
at the height of summer. In the mountains, 
temperatures will be lower than Marrakech. 
Mountains are notorious for creating their own, 
localised weather conditions, so you should 
always be prepared for inclement weather 
conditions. During the early spring months 
there will still be snow on the high peaks. Rain 

can fall at any time of year, but this is usually 
only in the form of short, sharp storms, which 
occasionally fall with dramatic intensity. On 
clear, sunny days it will be pleasantly warm 
during spring with some snow being a 
possibility on the highest passes and on 
Toubkal, becoming hotter during the summer 
months and cooler again in October.  Be 
prepared for it to be much colder in the 
evenings during early and late season. 
 
Roughly speaking temperatures decrease by 
approx. 1ºC for every 200 metre increase in 
altitude. 
For further climate statistics visit 
www.worldweather.org.  
 
Altitude 
This trek involves going to reasonably high 
altitudes, but is not something to be worried 
about. Most people adapt to altitude quite well 
and there is plenty of oxygen even at the 
highest point of this trip. But, you should take 
care to allow yourself to acclimatise. You can 
do this by ensuring you drink between 3 and 6 
litres of liquid each day, and walk at a pace 
slower than you perhaps usually would, 
especially at the outset and when ascending. 
We are always happy to give further advice on 
altitude related concerns. 
 
Local transport   
All transfers are by private vehicles. 
 
Baggage    
Please note that as from July  2009 we are no 
longer providing complimentary Walks 
Worldwide Kitbags. Your main baggage will be 
transported by either mule during the trekking 
element of this holiday. SUITCASES MUST 
NOT BE USED for your main baggage and will 
be refused porterage. Please ensure your 
main baggage is packed in either a soft holdall 
style kitbag, or a large, unframed rucksack. 
Contact us if you are unsure about the 
suitability of your main baggage 
 
Responsible Tourism  
Acting responsibly in the way that we operate 
our holidays is very important to us at Walks 
Worldwide. In recognition of our Responsible 
Tourism values and practices, we have been 
awarded 4-star status in AITO’s Responsible 
Tourism scheme. We would also request that 
as a client you endeavour to take part in any of 
our holidays with a positive attitude to 
Responsible Tourism and travel in a socially 
responsible manner. Many of our holidays 
travel to ecologically and culturally sensitive 
areas, where it is important to minimise any 
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negative impact. We would especially 
recommend that before you start your chosen 
holiday you take the time to learn more about 
the country you are visiting, especially with 
regard to local culture, religion, customs, 
taboo’s, acceptable modes of dress etc. Bradt, 
Lonely Planet and Rough Guide publications 
are an excellent resource for this and much 
more too. We are of course always happy to 
help and advise with regard to the country you 
are visiting. 
 
Whilst in Marrakech an ‘anything goes’ attitude 
is beginning to develop to some extent, 
although unnecessary exposure of bare flesh 
(especially women), tight clothing etc is still 
likely to lead to unwanted attention. However 
in the Atlas Mountains, the Berber people are 
much more conservative. Whilst trekking 
wearing T-Shirts and Shorts (preferably baggy) 
is OK during the warmer and hotter months. 
But, once in the village of your overnight halt it 
is important to cover up a bit more (a good 
idea too as the sun’s rays are stronger at 
altitude even if the temperature isn’t hot) i.e. 
legs and arms and shoulders. You will of 
course encounter trekkers whom you will 
notice dressed in a contradictory manner to 
our advice. The Berbers being such a polite 
people will usually not chastise such 
inappropriate manners of dress, but all the 
same be assured they do find it offensive and 
disrespectful. You will enjoy and experience 
much more interaction with the Berber people 
by dressing appropriately. 
 
Vaccinations and medical precautions  
We always recommend visiting your doctor 
and dentist for a check up before travelling. 
Your doctor will also have access to the most 
up to date information on vaccinations and 
medical precautions for the country you are 
about to visit. You should not drink the tap 
water in Morocco.  
A useful travel health online resource is 
www.fitfortravel.scot.nhs.uk  
 
First Aid   
You should always carry your own small, 
personal first aid kit. This should consist of the 
following: A general anti-biotic, throat 
lozenges, painkillers, plasters (band-aids), 
blister treatment, insect repellent (DEET), 
rehydration salts, antiseptic cream, diarrhoea 
treatment (e.g. Imodium).  
 
Currency .  
The Moroccan unit of currency is the ‘Dirham’ 
(Dh). Please refer to www.xe.com for up to 
date rates. When changing your money, 

ensure that you keep your receipt, which will 
enable you to exchange up to half the amount 
of Dirhams you have received back into foreign 
currency when you leave the country. You will 
need to change all the money that you will 
need for the trek at the start in Marrakech, as 
there are no exchange facilities on the trek. 
ATM machines are widely available in 
Marrakech. There is an ATM machine and 
bureau exchange at the airport – but the 
queues are usually very long. There is an ATM 
just across from the Hotel de Foucauld by the 
main post office. 
 
Language 
The official language of Morocco is Moroccan 
Arabic. There are also three separate Berber 
languages, one of which is Tashalhait  and is 
the traditional language of High Atlas and 
Sous Valley Berbers. French is widely spoken, 
but only few Berbers speak English.  A phrase 
book would be useful and fun! 
 
Know before you go Walks Worldwide are 
fully committed to the British Foreign and 
Commonwealth Office’s “Know before you go” 
campaign.

Contact details

show any local contact details that are required 
for your tour.  However we will endeavour to 
provide you with further details if you have a 
specific reason. Mobile phones do work in 
Morocco although in some of the areas you 
are trekking in there maybe no signal.  If you 
have not used your mobile outside the UK 
before you will have to contact your operator to 
enable international calls. Please ensure your 
phone is set for roaming if you are taking a 
mobile.  Please note that it is expensive to 
phone both to and out of a mobile when 
abroad. We do not however encourage mobile 
phone use whilst walking on any of our trips – 
out of courtesy to others please use your 
mobile phone discretely. If you do need to get 
in touch, or if anyone needs to get in touch 
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with you, please contact the Walks Worldwide 
office (0845 301 4737) during office hours. 
 
Tipping    
Tipping is customary in Morocco.  The Berber 
staff and muleteers in the mountains do expect 
a tip at the end of the trek. We will send you 
detailed tipping guidelines prior to your 
departure. Please remember that all tips 
should be a way for individuals to thank staff 
for good service.

Joining Arrangements and Transfers 
You should join this trip in Marrakech on Day 1 
of the trip itinerary at the Hotel de Foucauld, 
Marrakech. Most clients will fly to Marrakech 
Airport. Airport transfers are not included for 
arrival and departure and you should make 
your own way to the hotel. Taxi is the best way 
for both arrival and departure and the 15-20 
min journey costs around £8. You should aim 
to arrive at the hotel NO LATER than early 
evening on day 1. 
 
Land Only 
The Land Only price does not include 
International flights. 
 
With the increasing choice of both scheduled 
and low cost airlines offering regional 
departure flights with simple to use online 
booking services, our Land Only walking 
holidays do not include International travel. 
Making your own International travel 
arrangements online is certainly the easiest 
and most cost effective way to join this trip. 
 
You should book flights that enable you to 
arrive in Marrakech and the Hotel de Foucuald 
NO LATER than the early evening Day 1 of the 
trip itinerary.
