The scenic villages of 
Dent and Sedbergh are within easy reach by car and a shorter five minute drive 
brings you to the impressive Ribblehead viaduct over which the famous Settle to 
Carlisle railway runs.  And the endless options in the Lake District begin only 30 
minutes away.   

 
The plan will be for you to arrange your accommodation independently for the weekend (or stay 
longer….?).  There is a wide range of accommodation from self-catering cottages and caravans, inns, 
B&Bs and country hotels.  Check out www.ingleton.co.uk or www.visitingleton.co.uk or 
www.yorkshire-dales.com/ingleton.html, or refer to the enclosed accommodation list. The village itself 
is packed with guesthouses, most of them centrally located (it is a small village!) and for pubs ‘The 
Wheatsheaf Inn’ is the closest to the office and is family friendly.  Some accommodation accepts pets 
so feel free to bring the four legged hound along to meet our 
friendly ‘Walks Worldwide’ Airedale!   Once you have 
arranged your accommodation please complete the enclosed 
form and post it back to us in the envelope provided.  There 
will be a casual get-together on the Friday evening at the afore-
mentioned ‘Wheatsheaf Inn’ at 9.30pm for those who have 
beaten the traffic.  Otherwise we will arrange to meet at 9am at 
the Walks Worldwide office in the main square in Ingleton on 
the Saturday morning.  Please bring a packed lunch and 
provisions for the day.  We can then discuss possible walks

By Car  
Ingleton is situated just off the A65 Skipton to Kendal 
road, 25 miles from both of those towns. 
From the M6 - travelling from the South take Junction 
34 (Lancaster) and follow the A683 to Kirkby Lonsdale.  
Turn right after Melling onto the A687 which joins the 
A65 – Ingleton is clearly signposted from here (25mins).   
From the North take Junction 36 (Kendal) and follow the 
A65 through Kirkby Lonsdale (20mins).  Parking is 
available in the village, and garage services are available 
on the main A65 road (not 24hrs).  
 

 
By Train  
Why not make use of the famous Settle-Carlisle railway? If you are staying in Ingleton, 
your accommodation provider can meet you at Ribblehead Station by arrangement. The 
Leeds to Morecambe and Lancaster line is also 5 miles away at Bentham, and taxis and 
buses can be used for this part of the route.
